CITY TRANSPORT
Going by bus you should know:
In British towns there are two types of buses in operation, one-man buses where you pay t
driver as you enter, and buses with conductors, who collect the fare from you once you are on t
bus.

The first type of bus is more usual, although the latter is still quite common in London. Be su
not to present the driver or bus conductor with anything larger than a five pound note as he may refu
to accept it. The bus fares are in proportion to the distance traveled. When paying your fare alway
say where you are going to.

Standing room on buses is limited.

Taking a taxi you should know:

Taxi stands are to be found at all railway stations and other convenient pick-up places in tow
centres. It is also possible to ring for a taxi to come to collect you. Telephone numbers of taxi servic
can be found in the Yellow Pages (renedonnsiii cnpaBounuk). Strictly speaking it is not real
permitted to hail cabs (taxis) in the street even when the yellow ‘for hire’ sign is illuminated, b
nevertheless many people do so and the cab drivers do in fact stop to pick you up. It is usual to gi
the cab driver a tip on top of the fare, usually about 10-15%.
